The University of São Paulo (USP) organizes the 3rd Annual Meeting of the International Society of Psychoanalysis and Philosophy to be held in November, 22nd to 25th 2010. Papers submissions must contain an extended abstract (500-1000 words) and an author’s short curriculum vitae (specifying institutional affiliation, academic education and other relevant information such as publications). Available time for oral presentation is 20-25 minutes and more 5-10 minutes for a debate, so full papers’ length must fit this availability. Papers can be submitted in English or French. Native Portuguese speakers will be able to present their papers in Portuguese providing their submission has a full written copy in English or French besides the abstract. Submissions are to be sent in a single file attached to a message to richardsimanke@uol.com.br with a copy to b.josiane@gmail.com no later than October, 25th. Only submissions through this e-mail address will be considered. Please be sure to have “paper submission to the III ISPP” written in the message’s “subject” field. A confirmation of reception will be sent to every submission; in case you do not receive any reply, please you should send it again. The conference organization reserves the right of first review all submitted papers. Ad hoc referees can be requested when necessary. Papers must be related to the conference’s main subject. Preference will be given to papers related to the following topics:
- Genealogy of clinical concepts.
- The philosophical conditions of the psychoanalytic notion of therapy.
- The relationships between clinic and philosophy, aesthetics, politics or social theory. 
- The use of political, philosophical, and aesthetical concepts in psychoanalytic practice. 
- The use of clinical concepts in philosophy, aesthetics, politics and social theory.
- The philosophical interpretation of psychoanalytical praxis (Deleuze, Foucault, Lyotard, Derrida, Habermas, Honneth, Adorno, Rorty, Davidson and others).
- The meaning of concepts such as normality and pathology in psychoanalysis.
- What kind of reality is described by psychoanalytic categories such as neurosis, psychosis, perversion?

- The mind/body problem in clinical situations.
- The destiny of the moral concept of autonomy in psychoanalytic praxis.
- Power and weakness of language in psychoanalysis.
